DAY 1 - Depart Philadelphia for your flights to Italy. Dinner and
breakfast are served on board.

DAY 6— MONTE CASSINO/ROME — After Mass this morning in
San Giovanni you cross the Italian peninsula, with stops enroute, to
arrive at the hilltop Benedictine Monastery at Monte Cassino.
Founded by St. Benedict in 529 A.D., Monte Cassino featured
prominently in the battle for theliberation of Italyin World War 1L You
arrive in Rome in time for dinnerand overnight.

DAY 7 - ROME — Today you enjoy a City tour of Ancient Rome.
Y oubegin with Mass at the Church of San Clemente. Afterwards you
go below the Church to explore the Scavi, Ancient Ruins of Rome.
Youthencontinueto Capitoline Hill, or Campidoglio, and walk down
intothe RomanForum. Youendatthe Colosseum witha tourinside one
of the most famous pieces of architecture in the world.

DAY 8 - ROME — This morning your day begins with Mass at the
Church of St. Lawerence. (San Lorenzo Fuorile Mura). You will
then visit the Basilica of St. Paul’s Outside the Walls Laterin the day
youwill visit the Church of Tres Fontaniand gointothe Catacombs to
see where the early Christians hid and held Mass.
